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Casualty Instructions

When a retiree dies, the Army offers assistance to the surviving spouse and/or siblings through its Casualty Assistance 
Of�ces.  The Military District of Washington Casualty Assistance Of�ce has outlined the assistance that Casualty Area 
Commands (CAC) offer and the time frame in which the surviving spouse should request or receive assistance.

When the retiree dies, the survivor should  (notify CAC) call the Department of the Army Casualty Operations Center 
at 1-800-626-3317 or from overseas call 703-325-7990 collect as soon as possible.  DA will advise the survivor which 
Casualty Area Command to call.  The CAC will notify the Army Finance and Accounting Of�ce and retired pay will 
stop.

Although the survivor is faced with many pressing responsibilities after the retiree�s death, notifying the CAC should 
be at the top of the list.  This early noti�cation may prevent �nancial hardship.

Retired Pay

For example, since entitlement to retired pay ends with the death of the retiree, retired pay should be stopped as soon as 
possible.  Early noti�cation of the death can prevent overpayment of retired pay, which the survivor would have to pay 
back to the Army Finance Center.  Also, the earlier the survivor is provided a CAO,  the earlier assistance can be ren-
dered in applying for any bene�ts and funeral support.

The retiree can help prevent �nancial hardship for the survivors by making sure family members (especially the spouse) 
know where important documents relating to marriage, birth, divorce, etc. are.  

Within 24 hours of the survivor�s notifying the CAC of the retiree�s death, a Casualty Assistance Of�cer (CAO) will 
contact the survivor.

If the survivor wishes, the CAC will help with planning the funeral arrangements.

After the Funeral

A week after the funeral,  the survivor and the CAO discuss bene�ts such as the ID card, membership in an installation 
club, Social Security and Veterans Affairs bene�ts as well as other topics such as a new will, taxes and vehicle registra-
tions.  The survivor should have the following documents on hand: survivor�s birth certi�cate, retiree�s birth certi�cate, 
retiree�s discharge certi�cates (214),  their marriage certi�cate and if applicable divorce certi�cates, also retirement 
orders.  If you�re missing any of these documents, the time to replace them is now.  Copies of DD Form 214 may be 
acquired by a request to National Personnel Records Center, ATTN:  Army Reference Branch, 9700 Page avenue, St. 
Louis,  MO 63132-5100, Telephone 314-801-9195, Fax  314-801-9195 or http//www.nara.gov/regional/mpr.html.
  
During this meeting the CAO and survivor may make appointments to visit agencies such as the VA, Social Security 
and installation legal of�ce or they may visit them if no appointments are necessary.

The survivor needs to review personal items such as the house deed, stocks, bank accounts, individual retirement ac-
counts and the retiling of vehicles plus post stickers.

If the retiree had survivor bene�t plan (SBP) coverage for the survivor, the CAO can help complete the forms so that 
SBP payments can be started as soon as possible, thereby reducing any �nancial hardship for the survivors.  

Sometime later, the survivor may decide to consult a �nancial planner.  Since this is not part of the Army services, it 
would be at the survivor�s expense.  A check with the local Army Community Services Of�ce to see what services they 
offer is advised.
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Civil Service

After notifying the Military of a death, notify the Of�ce of Personnel Management (OPM), Retirement Programs, 
Employee Service and Records Center, Boyers, PA 16017.  In your letter Include:  Full name of deceased, exact date of 
birth, exact date of death, CSA claim number, address, relationship and signature of person entitled to survivor bene�ts.  
You will need to request forms SF 2800 � Application for death bene�t, survivor annuity, and FE 6 Claim for bene�ts, 
Federal Employees Group Life Insurance.
Remember that the survivor annuities are not paid automatically.  You must apply to OPM to receive bene�ts!

Return any uncashed checks to the address on the accompanying Treasury Department envelope.  If payments are made 
directly to a �nancial institution, notify it of the retiree�s date if death and request any future checks be returned and/or 
direct deposits be returned to the Treasury Department.

Contact your Union Of�ce for assistance in acquiring necessary forms and they will also contact OPM and assist in 
acquiring necessary forms. 

Survivors should contact the local Veterans Of�ce and Local Military Installation.  

Contact your local band and other �nancial institutions, the Social Security Administration Local Of�ce, insurance 
companies, Internal Revenue Services.

Change the name on all-important papers to survivor�s name.  Have the mortuary of�cial obtain enough certi�ed death 
certi�cates for your needs.  They will be able to advise you of the amount you will need.

Gather miscellaneous papers such as birth certi�cates, marriage license, divorce decree, death of deceased children or 
spouses or other documents establishing identity or relationship to the survivor.  Notify all organizations that the de-
ceased was a member of.

(Apply for the speci�ed small amount which they pay for burial payment)

All of the above of�ces will send here the required forms and tell her what papers she needs  --  like death certi�cates, 
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copies of DD 214 (last discharge), etc.

The funeral home will make ;the arrangements for burial at Arlington National Cemetery, if the deceased wishes to be 
buried there. Your funeral director can be of great assistance if burial is at a National Cemetery.

If the deceased has private insurance the �rm must be noti�ed to collect the insurance.

Dental plans, supplemental insurance, long term insurance etc will have to be noti�ed or the premiums will continue to 
be deducted.

If a new ID card is needed, Ft. Meade will take care of it.  

Make name changes on all personal changes such as car title, car insurance, home deed, bank accounts, stocks, etc.  

If the wife predeceases her husband, the husband will have to stop the allotment for the Survivor bene�ts (SBP) and 
take her off all his personal papers, insurance, etc.  If the husband will be buried in Arlington National Cemetery and 
his wife predeceases him, the funeral home will make the arrangements with Arlington National Cemetery for her to be 
buried there prior to her husband�s death.

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Jack Hunter

HUNTER, Jack D,  87, non ACICV member.  Hunter 
was born 4 June 1921 in Hamilton, OH, the son of Whit-
ney G. and Irene Dayton Hunter.  Ironically, while his fa-
ther, whose long career with Du Pont began as a color 
evaluator because of his sensitivity to colors, Hunter was 
red-green blind.  He graduated with a BA in journalism 
from Penn State University in 1943, but when he could 
not recognize the color of �ares or follow tracer bullets, he 
was transferred to CounterIntelligence.  Because he spoke 
German having taught himself in high school so he could 
read the biography of Baron von Richtofen in the original 
German, and then studied it in college, he was sent to Ger-
many just after the war ended.  The Allies had discovered 
that some high ranking Nazis had gone underground and 
were waiting until the political atmosphere settled down, 
at which point the Nazis would in�ltrate the new Ger-
man Government.  As a 24-year old lieutenant, Hunter, 
disguised as a Lithuanian black marketeer, engineered a 
sting called �Operation Nursery� which resulted in the ar-
rest of over 1000 Nazi plotters in a single night.  (See Stars 
& Stripes article 31 March 1946).  He was awarded the 
Bronze Star.
After the war, he worked in various journalistic capaci-
ties, as a public relations executive for Du Pont, and as 
a speech writer in Washington D.C.  His �rst novel was 
�The Blue Max� , and the publisher remarked that, as a 
new author, they would not spend the money to have an 
artist paint a color cover for his book.  Hunter, who often 
dabbled in water colors, volunteered to paint it himself.  
The publisher liked it and used it, and Hunter considered 
that cover panting to be his �rst �sale�.  He then turned 
what was once a hobby into a second career as an avia-
tion artist.  Hunter authored 17 novels, his last being •The 
AceŽ, which was published 1 October 2008.  Like •The 
Blue Max, which is still popular after 44

years, �The Ace� deals with WWI aviation, but fo-
cuses on the human costs and chaotic conditions that 
belabored the Americans in their need to build a world-
class air force virtually overnight..
During the 1980s, Hunter served as the writing coach 
for reporters working at the (now defunct) Jacksonville 
Journal and for the Florida Times-Union, which still 
publishes in Jacksonville.  Hunter provided encourage-
ment, tutelage and support to hundreds of journalists, 
some of whom went on to work at the NY Times, Den-
ver Post, Miami Herald and in many other venues.
He lived in St. Augustine, FL, until he died 13 April

It was formed by leading of�cers of the Hitler 
Jugend who escaped arrest and went off with their 
headquarters treasury.  The money was used to set up 
a truck transport service as a cover for their attempts 
to recruit followers and prepare for action.  Jake ran a 
very successful swoop operation in which most of the 
leaders (all automatic arrestees) were caught and heir 
funds con�scated.  Thousands of old German Reich-
marks were stored in the 970th safe for several year 
since no higher headquarters could decide what should 
be done with them.  It turned out that the leaders had 
found that the transport business was so lucrative that 
they gave up the idea of opposing the occupation in or-
der to continue making money.  Once the operationwas 
over, I found Jake to be a friendly and ef�cient fellow 
worker and a congenial member of the of�ce staff, 
particularly at parties.
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He composed a song about our work with the title �Dirty 
Olga from the Volga�.  His second novel, The Expend-
able Spy was based on his CIC experiences. .
